Leeds based Vultron International Ltd, one of the world’s leading manufacturers of electronic display systems, has just completed the supply and installation of new Passenger Information Systems at five of West Yorkshire’s largest bus stations.

The contract, worth in excess of £2.25million, was awarded just over a year ago by Metro (West Yorkshire Passenger Transport Executive).

The final phase of the contract saw the linking up of the Central Management and Monitoring System which is controlled from Metro’s headquarters in Leeds and combines master schedule database management with a fault monitoring system.  The automatic alarm system, in case of an operational malfunction, will contact the maintainer via e-mail to the mobile phone of a Vultron service engineer, who can then respond quickly and efficiently.

The installation of the electronic departure summary boards, similar to the ones seen at major rail stations, and ‘next departure’ individual stand displays follows successful trials at Leeds City Bus Station, during which time they proved popular with the travelling public.

Vultron’s Project Manager Paul Kiley said, “The completion of this phase of the upgrading of West Yorkshire’s major bus terminals greatly enhances information available to bus users.  We are now in talks with Metro with a view to looking at the facilities at seven smaller sites.”
