These pioneering new clocks are the very first to be produced by Vultron using RDS (Radio Data Service) to receive the time signal.  Utilizing the VHF/FM wave band, as opposed to Long Wave, signal reception is greatly enhanced in difficult areas such as underground stations and is particularly effective at penetrating buildings.

One of the big advantages of Vultron’s LCD clocks is the low maintenance factor.  The clocks installed at Edinburgh’s Waverley Street Station, for example, have not required any maintenance since they became operational over five years ago.  The clocks can also be installed easily and the system has been designed so they can be adapted to fit most existing casings.
